August 27, 1901 - Occ. 18,1967

Rev. A, T. Morgan entered the presence
of the Lord while faithfully serving the
United Pentecostal Church. He had the
highest office of this organlzation, the
Ceneral Superintendent. We  highly
esteemed this man for hig ability as a
leader. Those who knew him personally
discerned the warm, courtecus nature he
possessed and radiated to others. He
was known to all as an honest and just
man, Cod used these traits in his life
to elevate him to a high offiee.

In 1922 he married
Nell Knight and they were blessed with
four children, Mrs., A.T. Morgan has
gtood by her husband and been a wonder-
ful leader of women for the United Pente-
cogtal Church.

Rev. Morgan also pastored Alexandria,
Louiglana, and at Port Arthur, Texas.

Apg chairman of the Christian Board of
Education, he showed his interest in youth
and Bible Schools. Many young people
were encouraged to study God's Word and
prepare their lives for Christian service
through his suggestions.

He was a loyal friend, advisor and inter-
cessor through the years. His counsel
and help will be missed greatly.

Andrew David Urshan

May 17, 1884 - Oct. 16, 1967

The above picture depicts most clearly the
indescribable character of this stately,
stern, yet loving and sacrificing man. Loved
by all, even those who did not know him
personally, this remarkable man will always
be held in high esteem in the memories
of Pentecostals everywhere,

Born In the village of Abajaloo, Urmia,
Persia (Rizayk, Iran} of very respectable,
upright, and consecrated Assyrian parents,
Andrew Urshan at the age »>f sixteen
dedicated hig life to God and declded to come
to America where Christianity was much
more advanced. Receiving muchopposition
about coming to the States, he prayed that
if it were God’s will for him to come
that God would heal him from the eye disease
from which he was suffering, and his eyes
were healed,

In 1902 he arrived in the United States,
becoming one of the first “‘Pioneers’ of
the Pentecostal movement. Here he
received the Holy Ghost and shortly after-
wards became avery efficacious evangelist;
starting, pastoring and encouraging many
churches. He started the first Persian
Migsion here in the history of America
and receilved many revelations from God
such as baptism in Jesus’ name, the second
coming of the Lord,divine healing,and many
others which we still belleve today. How
many souls he hag caused, directly or
indirectly, to come into contact with Pente-
cosgt, we do not know, Many of us today
are Indebted to this great Pentecostal
Pioneer for knowing the plan of salvation.
